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This report is for the period 1 April 2007 to 31 March 2008 for the Health Informatics New Zealand Incorporated Society.  The accounts tabled have been prepared by Ryland Business Services Ltd.

This financial year has resulted in a surplus of $54,150 which is $1268 less than last year.  However, the total income for the 2007 conference was not received before year end and as a result – was not accounted for in this financial year.  
This surplus reflects the steady revenue received from membership fees, another successful conference plus the very well attended seminar series.   We reported an income of $154,001 compared to $98,383 in 2007 with expenses of $99,093 compared to $41,540 in 2007.
As discussed at the HINZ Executive Strategic Meeting last year HINZ has met it’s 2007-8 objectives and undergone a major revamp of the website, and taken on the HCROL Journal in a more cost effective manner having departed from an existing contract from a publishing house and deciding to run the journal independently and host on our own website.

The Executive is also discussing a student funding proposal which is in line with the HINZ objectives of giving back to the Heath IT community.  More details will be announced shortly. 
HINZ continues to give back to the Health IT community and will look at offering more free seminars to HINZ members, offering the seminar programme in both Auckland and Wellington and continuing to offer this annual conference at a very cost effective rate compared to commercial run programmes. 
The financial position for the year end 2008 indicates a healthy increase and we look forward to another enterprising year and ensuring that HINZ delivers its networking, sharing and educational services to all members and non members today and towards the future.
